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1 Overview

OMA would like to advise 3GPP SA1 of its progress and current status on the development of its Customised Multimedia Ringing [CMR] activity, which is related to 3GPP SA1's 22.182 [Customised Alerting Tone] and 22.183 [Customised Ringing Signal], to ensure coordination and cooperation between our two organisations.
2 Proposal

The OMA CMR activity addresses the upper service level support for management, delivery and use of these capabilities, and is complementary to 3GPP CRS/CAT which supports the core network aspects of these services.
 

The CMR Requirements Document address requirements for the main following areas:-
· Preferences management: defines capabilities including the storage and management of the user preference information, and capabilities allowing CMR enabled services/applications to query/synchronize/update the user preference’s information. 
· Resource management: defines capabilities including storage and management of CMR Resources and related information, and capabilities allowing media resource manipulation.
· Presentation control: defines capabilities including the provision of the CMR Resource selected as per user preference, service level control during  CMR Resource presentation, and collecting user information by using other Enabler’s capabilities, such as presence/location. 
· For the presentation control functionalities, the existing 3GPP specifications will be reused when possible.
· Open API: defines capabilities in order to provide an interface to other OMA/non-OMA enablers, or to the third party application to implement the CMR related service.
· General: other general functional, including:
· Security: authentication and authorization between the CMR Enabler and the user/SP/CP. 
· Privacy: providing a mechanism to defend the privacy of CMR user. (deleting this bullet)
· Charging: providing charging related information to the charging platform.
