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1 Reason for Contribution

REQ is beginning to discuss and develop the RD for WID 0135.  There is a need to agree on some of the basic ideas involved in messaging before proceeding with this work.
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution is a discussion paper that tries to present some basic assumptions concerning the Converged Messaging concept.  One of these assumptions is the continued support of the “current messaging experience”.  The contribution presents the idea of a framework to support the different user experiences.
3 Detailed Proposal

In today’s mobile world, users are used to different messaging services that each provide a certain user experience.  These include –
· SMS – providing an intrusive immediate messaging medium for short text-only messages

· MMS – providing a semi-intrusive immediate messaging medium for presentation of multi-media messages.  The presentation is provided in the form of a “slide-show”.
· Instant Messaging – providing a session-based (usually) text messaging that supports both 1-1 and group discussions.  Uses Presence information to guarantee availability of the participants.
· Mobile email – providing access to messages stored in a user’s mailbox on the network that user views and retrieves specific messages from.  The messages may be either text or multimedia, with a presentation or selectable parts.

· Voicemail – provides the recipient of a (call | session) the ability to have a message recorded that can either be retrieved or pushed 
· Push-to (show | talk) – semi real time streamed data discussion sessions, similar to IM experience but with the basis for real-time conversation and control of half-duplex communication.
When looking forward toward Converged Messaging in an IP environment we would like to preserve the ability to support these different messaging experiences.  We can try to classify these experiences into the following classes (from the recipient’s perspective) –
Pushed single messages – either text or multimedia that is pushed to the recipient’s handset or terminal.
Session based messaging – messages that are exchanged as part of an ongoing “conversation” between users.

Retrieved messaging – messages that are saved in the network, in a personal “mailbox”, and retrieved by the recipient.

In addition, there is an additional messaging experience of Leave me a message where the originator did not have the initial intention to send a message (per se) but the recipient requested that a message be left when he is not “available”.  (Note: even with Presence information this will still be relevant).
