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1 Reason for Contribution

The new work item CPM is aimed at the definition of a converged IP messaging framework to offer the user experiences of current messaging technologies in a unified and consistent fashion.

LogicaCMG believes that one of the advantages of CPM over existing messaging systems should be the capability to use the messaging service from multiple devices, both at the same time and sequential, without losing messages, message-histories, and message-states.
R01 addresses comments received in Beijing, and adds a supporter.

This IC proposes new requirements, for synchronising messages, message-folders, message-histories, and message-states across all the devices of a particular end-user. As these requirements are an extension of the use-case presented in contribution OMA-REQ-CPM-2006-0026R01, no additional use-case is provided.

	HLF-(x+2)
	The CPM system SHALL be able to synchronize all message-state changes (e.g. “read-indications”, “reply-indications”, etc) to all of the end-user’s devices, irrespective of on which device these message-state changes occur, depending on operator policies and/or end-user preferences and filtering-rules.
