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1 Reason for Change

Requirement CPM-VAS-003 is mentioned in the VAS section although it could be made more generic as it essentially boils down to legacy messaging interworking.
CPM-VAS-003 currently reads:

The Converged IP Messaging system SHALL be able to forward the messages received from a VASP to the most appropriate legacy messaging platform in case that the intended recipient does not have a CPM capable device.
Changing the wording to:

The Converged IP Messaging system SHALL be able to deliver the received messages using the most appropriate legacy messaging technology in case that the intended recipient does not have a CPM capable device or is not a CPM user.

In which case, the requirement reads as an Interoperability requirement. The requirement is applicable to messages received by the CPM, regardless of whether the message has been originated by a VASP or by another user (external to the Service Provider domain or not).
R01: modified as per comments received during the Athens session and according to action assigned to Telefonica and Nortel. Modified CPM-IOP-003 being introduced by this contribution to reflect spirit of OMA-REQ-CPM-2006-0086.
