Presence provides the information of a user’s availability and willingness for the usage of a service. With respect to messaging, this can be seen on 2 places:

(a) Presence information to other users – as trigger information for service invocation

(b) Presence information to the CPM server – as indicator for message delivery or similar functions
Using the comparison sheet above, the item (a) is understood in a way that presence is seen as trigger for communication; however the success of SMS also shows that for service invocation, the availability of presence information is not mandatory. Presence as function for service invocation by a user can be seen as optional feature.

On the other hand, presence data can indicate the availability of a user to receive a service. The comparison shows that the delivery of a message has different experiences involved in each service. Item (b) has several impacts on how the service is providing the message to the user:

· For CPM users (not differentiating the message delivery method anymore)

· For interworking scenarios (essential for the success of CPM service’s introduction)

The idea proposed is, that presence information might be available for the CPM server in order to provide best (near-real-time) message delivery in the selection of the delivery method. Example: service order is user-defined to be: IM – SMS – Email. If the availability of a user per IM is not given, the server might select the interworking with SMS to deliver the message or inform about the delivery of a message to the user’s message storage.

Already in Presence V1.0, this kind of information is included in the <network-availability> element under the <device>, indicating the network connectivity of the device, and/or the <contact> element under the tuple, indicating Communication Address.

This CR suggests the needed presence requirements and the re-use of existing presence standards.
