This document proposes some high level requirement of CPM Group Session ,the requirement refer to the Chapter 6
3 Detailed Proposal
3.1 Definitions
	CPM Service
	A service (see [OMA-DICT]) that enables an end-user access to the CPM Enabler's functionality

	CPM Message
	A message sent to one or more recipients. The message can contain several media (e.g. text, images, audios, videos). The message can be sent either by an end-user using his/her device or by an application.

	CPM Session
	Exchange of CPM Messages where the senders and recipients join together for a period of time. The CPM session is established at some moment in time, continues for a finite duration and then is dissolved. Messages exchanged are associated together in the context of this session.

	CPM Address
	A CPM address identifies a CPM User or a CPM Group. The CPM address can be used by one CPM User to request communication with other CPM Users. A CPM user can have multiple CPM addresses. Note: a CPM Address may reuse address-types that already exist for other services.

	CPM Service Provider (CPM SP)
	A service provider that offers the CPM service to his users.

	CPM Service Provider domain
	The domain of the service provider that offers the CPM service to his users.

	CPM System
	The entire set of elements that the CPM Service Provider has to deploy to provide the CPM Service.

	CPM User
	An end-user that has access to the CPM Service.

	CPM Group
	A CPM Pre-defined Group or a CPM Ad-hoc Group.

	CPM Pre-defined Group
	A pre-defined group of CPM Addresses that is separately identified via a single persistent CPM Address.

	CPM Ad-hoc Group
	A group of CPM Addresses temporarily linked together and that is not separately identified via a single persistent CPM Address.

	CPM Group Session
	A CPM Group Session is a Pre-defined CPM Group, Ad-hoc CPM Group or Chat PoC Group Session.

5.1 Use case – CPM Group Session
5.1.1 Short description

In this use case ,CPM user will originate a meeting involving individual CPM users and CPM Pre-defined Group,the individual users maybe belong to the same CPM system or other message system.

Mike: the  president of  the Technical Department in Y company.

Joan: the president of  the Marketing Department in Y company.

Leo: an expert of  the College X.

Technical Group :the pre-defined Group of Technical Department in Y company

CPM Server: network entity ,which is responsible for providing CPM service .The communication management functionality is also provided.

5.1.3 Actor Specific Issues

Mike would like to call a meeting to discuss an important schedule, the main participants are Technical Group. Mike also invites Joan and Leo to attend the meeting.
5.1.4 Pre-conditions

Mike and Joan are provisioned to use the CPM service. 
Technical Group of Y Company has already been created..

Leo has been registered other message sevice.

5.1.6 Normal flow

1. Mike would like to call a meeting for an important schedule, firstly he call the Technical Group to discuss by using the CPM Client.
2. During the discussion, Mike wants to know Joan’s attitude of this schedule. 
3. Mike calls Joan to attend the meeting by using CPM Client, and then go on the discussions. 
4. In order to confirm some technical problems, Mike invites Leo to attend the CPM Group Session.
5. Leo gives them some advices and then the technical discussion is over. But they still want to discuss some details of the schedule and Joan suggest Leo leave the meeting. 
6. Mike followed Joan’s advice,he remove Leo and the go on to discuss

6.1 High-Level Functional Requirements

	R1

	CPM Server SHALL support establishing an Ad-hoc CPM Group Session involving one or more CPM Pre-defined Groups and individual CPM Users.

	R2
	The invited CPM Pre-defined Groups MAY reside on separate group management servers, the Invited individual Users MAY reside in other messge systems  

	R3
	CPM User which originates the Ad-hoc Group Session SHALL be able to add or remove the member in the CPM Group Session, and the other invited CPM users Could NOT remove the member be invited.

	R4
	The maximum number of Participants of the Ad hoc CPM Session SHALL not exceed the maximum number of Participants permitted for the Ad hoc CPM Group Session.
