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1 Reason for Change

The CPM RD is being developed under the assumption that only “new” requirements will be described in the CPM RD, and that we would not repeat requirements that are inherited from already existing messaging systems.

This change-request adds explicit references to the requirements for these existing messaging, to make it absolutely clear that these requirements are also applicable to CPM.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Not applicable. This is the first version of the enabler.
