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1 Reason for Change

One of the topics of the Converged IP Messaging work is the CPM session. 
The current CPM use case related to the CPM session does not cover certain functionalities as suspend ongoing CPM session and resume it. In 3GPP there is the requirement like this functions.The corresponding requirements addressing the currently missing functionality are proposed with this contribution.
R01 version added an alternative flow to 5.6.1 use case and integrated the CR 131 requirement.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.1.6    Alternative flow –controllable delivery of continuous media
1. Joe is travelling in England and notices Sally is online and available so he invites her to begin a CPM session on his notebook.  

2. Sally accepts the invitation and replies that it is great to hear from Joe,  

3. Jeo suddently remembers that he has taken some amusing video clips Sally may want to see, So he invites Sally to share the video clips with her. 
4. Jeo plays the video clips stored in his notebook as soon as Sally accepts the invitation. Now they can watch the video clips in a synchronization way within the ongoing CPM session context.
5.  During the real-time video sharing Joe and Sally could exchange feelings and give his or her comments on the played video clips. Sometimes, Joe can hold the video streaming in the ongoing CPM session while sending text messages to Sally talk about the picture in this video and resume the video streaming after a while. Further, Joe or Sally both can request other how streaming videos are played between them such as fast forward, rewinding the video..
6. When they are chatting Joe receives a mobile phone call. So Joe sends the invitation of holding the session and Sally accept the invitation.  So the session is suspended.
7. After Joe end the phone call he can restart the session and continues talking about interesting things with Sally.
