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1 Reason for Change

The definition for CPM message that currently exists in the RD allows both discrete and continuous media to be contained. Contribution 123 has proposed that the definition of a CPM message be restricted to discrete media. In our opinion, the definition of a CPM message should include continuous media within certain parameters. 
A message cannot mix continuous and discrete media as continuous media are of a transient nature and cannot be enclosed in a discrete message envelope. Continuous media are nevertheless felt as applicable as an information exchange between participants of a conversation.The proposed definition intends to consolidate the two distinct flavours of messages into a common definition.

The proposed contribution shall have some impact on the terminology used for the network storage requirements (and perhaps others) of the CPM enabler. Those impacts are not reflected in this contribution and would be subject to other CRs (e.g., change “message” into “discrete message” in places where appropriate) would this contribution be accepted.

Change 1:  CPM message definition
Definitions

	CPM Service
	A service (see [OMA-DICT]) that enables an end-user access to the CPM Enabler's functionality.

	Non-CPM Messaging Service
	A legacy messaging service (e.g. (fixed-line) SMS, (fixed-line) MMS, IMPS) or an other (e.g. Internet-based) messaging service.

	CPM Message
	Information that is sent to one or more recipients. The information can contain several media . A CPM  message can be sent or received either by an end-user  or by an application. Adding a continuous media to a message exchange equates to sending a stand-alone CPM message. A CPM message solely containing discrete media shall be called a discrete CPM message.

	CPM Session
	Exchange of CPM Messages where the senders and recipients join together for a period of time. The CPM session is established at some moment in time, continues for a finite duration and then is dissolved. Messages exchanged are associated together in the context of this session.

	CPM Address
	A CPM address identifies a CPM User or a CPM Group. The CPM address can be used by one CPM User to request communication with other CPM Users. A CPM user can have multiple CPM addresses. Note: a CPM Address may reuse address-types that already exist for other services.

	CPM Service Provider (CPM SP)
	A service provider that offers the CPM service to his users.

	CPM Service Provider domain
	The domain of the service provider that offers the CPM service to his users.

	CPM System
	The entire set of elements that the CPM Service Provider has to deploy to provide the CPM Service.

	CPM User
	An end-user that has access to the CPM Service.

	CPM Group
	A CPM Pre-defined Group or a CPM Ad-hoc Group.

	CPM Pre-defined Group
	A pre-defined group of CPM Addresses that is separately identified via a single persistent CPM Address.

	CPM Ad-hoc Group
	A group of CPM Addresses temporarily linked together and that is not separately identified via a single persistent CPM Address.
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
