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1 Reason for Change

A discussion has been held in the REQ CPM SWG about “Media” and “Media types” definitions.

In the last version of the RD draft (OMA-RD-CPM-V1_0-20061121-D) the word “Media” is used:
· accordingly to the agreed definition (“Forms of information that are exchanged between Principals”);

· indicating a single instance of a media files.

Examples of the second type of usage are (not exhaustive) in the “Network-based storage” paragraph, e.g.:

	CPM-STOR-007
	The CPM enabler SHALL be able to store media in the user's network-based storage in the CPM Service Provider domain according to the user's preferences and/or operator's settings.
	CPM V1.0

	CPM-STOR-008
	The CPM enabler SHALL allow the user to process (e.g. download, upload, forward) a media independently from the message or the conversation history it was attached to.
	CPM V1.0


This contribution proposes to introduce a new term and definition to be used where sentences in the CPM RD refer to a single instance of a media files.
NOTE: the proposed term and definition are already used by the BAC DLDRM SWG with the same meaning (from OMA-RD-DRM-V2_0-20060303-A) 

Media Object: A digital work e.g. a ringing tone, a screen saver, a Java game or a Composite Object.
R01: modified the proposed definition making a reference to “Media” definition
R02: modified the proposed definition and a new cosigner
