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1 Reason for Contribution

The current RD does not have requirements about expiry time of deferred messages in CPM. This is a concept that already exists in existing messaging services like MMS, so should also be included in CPM to ensure a proper convergence of user experiences.
The R01 takes into account the comments raised in the 10Jan conference call.
One of the comments was that the meaning of “deferred message” in this contribution was different from the meaning assumed by other members, so we studied how we could clarify this point. The current RD gives the definition of “Deferred Delivery Messaging”, which refers to the following definition in the OMA dictionary:
 “Deferred delivery messaging: A type of IMS Messaging service by which the sender expects the network to deliver the message as soon as the recipient becomes available”
To our understanding, “deliver the message as soon as the recipient becomes available” implies that the message is “pushed” from the network to the recipient’s device without the recipient’s intervention, like in SMS and IM. In our view, this definition does not cover well the “pull” case, i.e. the case where the recipient’s request is needed to retrieve the message from the network to the device, as in email and MMS. So we propose the following terms in the RD to cover both the “push” and the “pull” cases:
Deferred Delivery Messaging (already in the RD): deferred mode with “push” delivery.
Deferred Retrieval Messaging: to cover the deferred mode with “pull” delivery.

Deferred Message: message that can be either “pushed” or “pulled” to/by the recipient.
Deferred-retrieval Message: deferred message that can be “pulled” by the recipient.
The formal definitions are proposed in the “Detailed Proposal” section.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes new requirements related to the expiry time of deferred messages in CPM. The requirements illustrate the general usage of the expiry time along with additional mechanisms that can improve the user experience related to it.

3.1 Definitions
	Deferred Delivery Messaging

	Deferred Retrieval Messaging
	A type of Messaging service by which the sender expects the network to deliver the message when the recipient requests to retrieve it from the network to his/her device.

	Deferred Message
	A message that is first stored in the network before it is delivered later to the recipient. The message can be delivered through the Deferred Delivery Messaging service or the Deferred Retrieval Messaging service.

	Deferred-retrieval Message
	A Deferred Message that is delivered through the Deferred Retrieval Messaging service.
