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1 Reason for Change

There is a discussion in the REQ CPM group on complete CPM RD with the missing requirements related to Presence 

This document takes into account OMA-REQ-CPM-2007-0021-CR_Presence_Interworking (from LogicaCMG) as an input and provides an alternative proposal for adding to CPM RD some requirements related to Presence.

R01 adds some supporters and adds the concept of presence interrogation via text messages, and now fully replaces OMA-REQ-CPM-2007-0021-CR_Presence_Interworking.
R02 add supporter and rephrase some requirements
R03 deletes CPM-PRS-005, CPM-PRS-006, CPM-IWF-007 and includes some changes as agreed during SF pre-meeting.
