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1 Reason for Change

There was a lot of discussion in the past REQ-CPM conference calls about what “deferred message” means. The current RD gives the definition for “deferred delivery messaging”:

 “Deferred delivery messaging: A type of IMS Messaging service by which the sender expects the network to deliver the message as soon as the recipient becomes available”
In our view, this definition is not very suitable for CPM, for the following reasons:

· “as soon as the recipient becomes available”: to our understanding, this implies that the message is directly “pushed” from the network to the recipient’s device, like in SMS and IM. In our view, this definition does not cover well the “pull” case, i.e. the case where the recipient explicitly requests to retrieve the message from the network to the device, as in email and MMS.

· “the sender expects the network to”: this seems to imply that the sender can decide about the delivery mode of the recipient. In our view, the delivery mode (pushed or retrieved) should depend on the recipient’s preferences only and not on the sender’s.
For the reasons above, this CR proposes new definitions to clarify the concept of deferred message.

	Deferred Message
	A message that is first stored in the network before it is delivered to the recipient’s device. The message can be either directly pushed to the recipient or retrieved from the network by the recipient.

	Deferred-push Message
	A Deferred Message that is directly pushed to the recipient once he/she becomes available.

	Deferred-retrieval Message
	A Deferred Message that can be retrieved from the network upon the recipient’s request.
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
