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1 Reason for Change

With the current legislation, both within Europe and the USA, service providers are required to provide legal intercept possibilities in their communication infrastructures. This is something that is not covered within the current CPM RD. Therefore, this change request proposes to add a number of requirements around legal intercept to the CPM RD.
This contribution is offered as an alternative to the Logica CMG contribution OMA-REQ-CPM-2006-0197R01-CR_Lawful_Intercept.

It is based on Legal Intercepts requirements coming from the OMA-RD-PoC-V2_0-20061219-C and OMA-RD-IM-V1_0-20060606-C requirements.
