Change 1:  Modification of CONV 034
Explanation: Dynamic Session Modification means the modification of the continuous media (e.g. add voice to video, change video quality).

While being in an 1-N session, the media capabilities (and willingness) of all users have to be taken into account. The negotiation could be realized in different ways, e.g. end-2-server negotiation, where the server “filters” any not-acceptable media. In order to keep technical solutions out of the requirement phase, possible options are discussed as examples based on group policies and user’ preferences.
