6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Modification of CONV 036
Explanation: 

This requirement aims to provide a de-coupling of the presence information from the conversation initiation (message as well as session). It is an indirect description of the optionality of presence information.

Examples of unavailable presence information or not-“online” status are:

· user’s presence information is not available, but user can be online and accept messages or sessions.

· user’s presence status is set to another than “online” status – still the user can accept sessions, retrieve messages

· the address book will likely contain CPM and non-CPM users, whereby the presence information (even if supported in the CPM service) cannot be guaranteed for a non-CPM user, but the initiation of a message needs to be independent of that (e.g. SMS experience)

therefore, this requirement should express that the conversation initiation is independent of:

· any given presence information at all

· the given presence status of the other user.

As the CPM enabler does support deferred message delivery (as a SHALL), the user’s preferences can be set such that the user’s published presence information can result in deferred delivery or session rejection.
