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1 Reason for Change

Proposal for Comment Resolution on CPM RD: Comment A522.
R01: 

In the original version of this CR presented in April 2007, we had explained that CONV-027 and CONV-028 need to be changed such that they do not apply to CPM Group Sessions only but more generally to all CPM Conversations. At the time, the group agreed to these changes, but we left the CR open (it was noted) as the terms and semantics around “CPM Session” were contested and we debated about renaming and/or changing corresponding definitions. In the meantime, we concluded to keep the term “CPM Session” and have it denote 

“A real-time interaction between two or more Participants during which a combination of CPM Messages and/or Continuous Media may be exchanged.”
This means that messages exchanged in a CPM Conversation, but outside a CPM Session, are exchanged in a non-realtime manner, much like today’s email exchanges which may consist of a long chain of postings and replies, but without the feel of a realtime experience.
As we had promised in the original version of this CR, we would go through the RD and check all places where occurrences of the terms “group session” and “group communication” are used in a loose or possibly wrong manner. This revision of the original CR attempts exactly this.
Findings: 
· The term “CPM Group Session” refers to the now re-defined term “CPM Session” (see above) emphasizing real-time interaction.  

· In the current RD, there is a handful of occurrences of “group communication” without having a formal definition of this term. While the RD now has a formal definition of “1:N CPM Conversation”, we do not see a need to introduce a formal definition for “group communication” nor to replace the current occurrences of “group communication” anymore.
· While it seemed agreeable in April 2007 to change requirements CONV-027 and CONV-028 (talking about a hidden mode participant in a session) such that the term “CPM Group Session” would be replaced by the more general term “CPM Conversation”, other CRs now changed these two occurrences of “CPM Group Session” to “CPM Session” which seems appropriate now given the new defintion of CPM Session.
In summary, we do not see a need anymore for the clean-up actions postulated in the original version of this CR. Hence, the only remaining action is to close the open RDRR comment of ours.
