When the group discussed and agreed 248r01, it was noted that we support two ways for the user id to not be revealed to other participating users: using a pseudonym or an Authorized Principal being hidden. However, the CPM Enabler must always be aware of the true identity of all users. CPM-HLF-008 violates this principle when allowing unidentified users.
Also, the following requirement clearly rules out unidentified users.

Finally, we do not think that the current CPM-HLF-008 is a high-level requirement and propose to move it to the back of the CONV section.
