Change 1:  Question on CPM-CONV-023

Question: Is the requirement ONLY ALLOWS a CPM User to negotiate and use a unique Pseudonym when requesting to join ANONYMOUSLY? Why can’t this requirement apply to ANYONE that joins a CPM Group Session like the IM feature does today. I believe we should allow a user with the freedom to use a Pseudonym to improve the user experience.
Recommendation: remove the “anonymously” from the requirement as below:

Change 2:  Duplication between CPM-CONV-021 and CPM-CONV-028?
In reading CPM-CONV-021 and CPM-CONV-028, there are duplications in these requirements

021 talks about an Authorized Principal, whether or not is a current CPM Session participant, SHALL be provided with information about the participants. While 028 talks about a CPM Session participant to get information about the session such as participants and media.
Question: Is the intent of 021 only for getting information about PARTICIPANTS in a session or any session related information? If the answer is later then we could merge these two requirements into one to avoid the duplication. Otherwise, could we move these two requirements together to avoid confusion?

Question: Does this requirement meant to impose a requirement on DEVICE? Or should it be a requirement for CPM Enabler.

Recommendation: This requirement should be a CPM Enabler requirement and we will figure out the solution (in network or device) later in AD/TS. The current requirement is a DEVICE requirement and implies the solution which should be avoided in REQ phase. Suggest rewording it as:
