	CPM-STOR-029
	The CPM Enabler SHALL be able to delete items (Media, CPM Threads, CPM Messages, CPM Session Histories) from a user’s network-based storage according to service provider's policy (e.g. CPM Messages older than ‘x’ days).

CPM-STOR-028 : The essence of service provider allocating a storage quota for a User is for the User to have full control of the content of  his/her storage without exceeding the quota. Usually users get charged for the allocated quota because basically it is a permanent resource of the service provider being given to them  

However ‘CPM-STOR-029’ states that service provider should be able to delete messages from the User’s own permanent storage that has been already allocated to the user .  A User can have a very old message which happen to be very important than a new message stored in his network storage. A service provider can never be aware of the importance a user attached to his/her stored messages and should never go into user’s own storage to delete anything… Network Storage is different from service provider common temporal storage (Deferred message, voice mailbox, etc) provided to users when they are not available to engage in a communication .
When a user is about or exceeds his/her storage quota, the user should not be able to store any message till the user on his/her own free up some storage memory .
