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1 Reason for Change

This document requests a number of enhancements to the CPNS RD, in terms of additional use cases and associated requirements, which would help sharpen up some aspects of the work, and provide a better basis for elaborating solutions in the architecture work.

The requirements introduced refines previously submitted requirements, and so does not impact backward compatibility.

Change 2:  Introduce the use case “Use of Legacy Devices” in Appendix B.11: 

a. Use of Legacy Devices
i. Short Description

Alice loves technology. She bought several new devices from famous east Asian manufacturers in 2008, but now Bob, her husband, has lost his job at a big financial firm and things will not look up for a couple of years. She does not intend to buy any new devices until 2012 at the earliest, as she has other bills to pay. But she has noticed that she could make several of her devices work together, to create a nicer user experience. Still, she thinks it is a chore to download music to her PMP through the PC when she wants it to play on the photo frame. She wishes this would happen in the background, just like the camera appears as a photo source in her TV. 
However, Alice decided to switch mobile operator. What made the offer particularly attractive was that the new operator promised to enable her to use services in the network with devices in the home. As she could not afford to buy a new phone – but her old phone had WLAN and 3G, and all the required capabilities – she eagerly puts in the SIM card from the operator, and looks forward to playing music from the network on her digital photo frame, as she displays pictures from her camera; and she also wants to display the pictures and play the music on her PMP as she leaves the house when she is bringing her camera. 

Then, either Scenario 1 or Scenario 2 happens, depending on how the CPNS enabler is defined.....

A.1.1.1 Detailed description
A.1.1.1.1 Scenario 1. DLNA is not enabled in CPNS

· Nothing works as Alice had planned. The phone simply does not find the photo frame or the camera. She can not get music on her PMP with the photos when she goes out. 

· Alice calls the operator support hotline. They explain that if she had read the fine print on page 255 of the contract, she would have understood that it only works with new devices which have the “CPNS Enabled On The Inside” logo on the box. Alice has never heard of this, and has to pay off her credit card debt before buying any new devices. 

· “I might as well have stayed with the old operator. Their service was lousy, but they were cheaper.” she thinks. 
· Alice is not a happy customer. She tells all her friends that the operator is a crook.

A.1.1.1.2 Scenario 2. DLNA is enabled in CPNS
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· Alices phone automatically installs the CPNS Enabler, discovers the DLNA devices, and provides Alice with a nice-looking menu through which she can set up the services she desires, that includes her existing DLNA devices. 

· Alice sets up her digital photo frame to play music from the network and pictures from her digital camera. The service works smoothly. 

· Next, Alice wants to take the service with her on her PMP as she leaves the house. The CPNS Enabler automatically discovers that the configuration of her personal network no longer includes the digital photo frame, and automatically shifts to a configuration which Alice has enabled, that includes the PMP and camera only. 

· Alice is very happy with the service, and recommends it to all her friends, some of which switch to the operator, too.
ii. Market benefits

If support for legacy devices which can communicate in personal networks, such as DLNA devices with appropriate network interfaces users will be happier, operators will get more higher-paying customers, device manufactures will sell more devices eventually, the uptake of the CPNS enabler will be faster, and network manufacturers will find capacity nearing peak load more often. Talk about a win-win situation. 
If this is not done, the uptake of the CPNS enabler can not be assumed to be particularly fast, if it happens at all.
