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1 Reason for Contribution

On the Appendix B of the RD, there is a list of a Core Dynamic Properties intended to be supported by all the devices with a DPE Client integrated. This list remains open and incomplete, and within the group there isn't a common feeling about the inclusion of this list in the RD or leave the discussion of the Core Properties open for further stages.

The intention of the Contribution is to kick off again the discussion about the inclusion of this list in the RD document; and any change or completion of any property gathered in the list.  

2 Summary of Contribution

The definition of the necessary requirements to ensure the robustness of the DPE enabler, is normally preceded by some use cases showing the need of each requirement.  In these use cases, showing typical situations where the communication of device’s dynamic may be useful, and a group of basic properties appears. The communication of this set allows a better user experience and a better tailoring of any services from the A.P. (e.g. content providers). 

Therefore, Telefonica consider this list should be normative; to ensure that all DPE Clients will be able to communicate a set of basic capabilities. 

3 Detailed Proposal

Below the table shown on the Appendix B of the RD is shown; with all its values completed. 

This table is presented as an IC rather than a CR, because some discussion is needed to obtain a further final version of it. In this way, a comments column has been added. In any case, we consider essential the existence of a normative list of core properties.
