Assuming a mother who bought a location-enabled device to her child. 

Knowing that location can be very accurate, the mother wants to make sure her child does not provide his location to non-trustable applications. Therefore, the mother wants to administrate her child's permission settings and to control them.

This use case simulates situation where the mother updates the privacy rules for her child.
