MODIFIED REQUIREMENT:

HLF-19 : GPM SHALL be able to give a permissions checking response based on information associated with

·  The Requester (the end-user identity and the application used)

· The permissions target identity

· The requested target attributes
 In addition to the above, the following information MAY be used:

· The intended use of the target attributes (i.e. use that will be made of this information by the application, e.g. to access and modify a target attribute)  
· other relevant context information (e.g. time of day, number of requests per time unit and/or other information coming from OMA enablers)”
NEW REQUIREMENT:

PermTypes-6: Among the different permission rules types supported by GPM there MAY be a permission rule type which causes a permission checking response which depends on other context information, such as e.g. information related to earlier permission checking requests, the time of day, the permission target, or the interval between permission checking requests.
