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1 Reason for Contribution

To make the definition "Permission Rule" clearer.
The contribution #0032 changed the definition as follows;
Before

An expression of the conditions that determine the extent to which Requesters are allowed to access target attributes, e.g. if requestor = “is in my domain” and “target attribute” = “my location” then grant my location etc.

After

An expression of the conditions and actions that determine if, when, how and to what extent the target attributes can be accessed, e.g. if requestor = “is in my domain” and “target attribute” = “my location” then grant my location etc.

Questions occurred, as expressed during the last conf call.

First, what the term that-clause meant. 
(1) An expression of the conditions and actions that determine if, when, how and to what extent the target attributes can be accessed, e.g. if requestor = “is in my domain” and “target attribute” = “my location” then grant my location etc.

(2) An expression of the conditions and actions that determine if, when, how and to what extent the target attributes can be accessed, e.g. if requestor = “is in my domain” and “target attribute” = “my location” then grant my location etc.

Probably, and preferably, the answer is (1). However, this interpretation would need a bit of intellectual guess, since the words "that determine" follows the conditions and actions very naturally. The reader and the listener may have to stop a while what it means as a whole.
Next, do the actions determine if, when, how and to what extent the target attributes can be accessed?

HLF-16 mentions the least actions to permissions rules (ask, grant, deny). As one of the basic function of the GPM provides the requester with the response with OK (grant) or NG (deny) (or so so?) after checking the request against the permissions rules, all the expressions except the final result shall be regarded as the filtering criteria to pass the request.
It was not clear whether the response includes "grant my location" in the above example, which is included in the definition. If, as mentioned in the definition, the GPM's response may be "no you cannot grant his location, but you can grant her location instead", although the requester did not request the response of her location, according to the permissions rule, the actions how and to what extent may be included.

3 Detailed Proposal

Assuming the doc 32 is accepted, the further change is proposed as follows. Note that this contribution stands on the simplest actions (not alternative, extensive response).
An expression of the conditions (if, when, how and to what extent) the target attributes are accessed and the associate actions, e.g. if requestor = “is in my domain” and “target attribute” = “my location” then grant etc.

If very extensive response, as mentioned in the above, shall be included, 

An expression of the conditions and the associate actions that determine if, when, how and to what extent the target attributes can be accessed, e.g. if requestor = “is in my domain” and “target attribute” = “my location” then grant my location etc.
