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1 Reason for Contribution

In a previous conference call, comment A028 of the GPM RDRR was discussed but could not be resolved. It was decided to take the discussion off-line.
2 Summary of Contribution

RDRR Comments from Oracle included a request for a definition for priority of permissions rules.

A028: “In the definition of Permissions Management, the concept of priority of permissions rules is not defined”.

Below is a proposal to add a definition for the concept of priority of permissions rules, “Permissions Rules Priority”. 
R01 contains changes discussed on the CC 28th June 2006.
3 Detailed Proposal

1st Change:

Add the following definition to section 3.2:

	Permissions Rules Priority
	Information that could be used by the enabler implementation, amongst other sources of information, to determine the permission checking response when multiple permissions rules apply for a given permission checking request.


Note that the above is not exactly what was proposed on the CC, (see below):

“Information that could be used by the enabler implementation, amongst other sources of information, to determine how to evaluate the permissions checking response when multiple permissions rules apply for a given permissions checking request”.

‘…evaluate the permissions checking response…’ is not consistent with GPM and therefore the above alternative wording is proposed instead.
2nd Change:

Modify HLF-27 to be more consistent with the proposed terminology.

	Where multiple Permissions Managers and/or Permissions Manager’s Delegates have provisioned permissions rules for the same Permissions Target, then the Permissions Manager that has been assigned this specific responsibility by the GPM Administrator, SHALL be able to configure the permissions rules priority.
