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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution provides an alternative view of how to handle the use case shown in document GSSM-0001
2 Summary of Contribution

This use case proposes an alternative approach to handling service subscription management support for content delivered over a typical MMS-based service.  We think it is important to define GSSM so that it does not depend on the GSSM SP knowing/controlling all applications/resources that end users will want to access, but rather, permits end users to access content/applications located anywhere.  Therefore GSSM must support subscription requests both from inside and outside its domain from authorized resources (some day we’ll make this aspect truly dynamic, but for now we’ll depend on a pre-existing relationship between the GSSM SP and the content/application provider).
3 Detailed Proposal

5.x Digital Newspaper

5.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A “digital newspaper service”, provided to mobile network users in Chapel Hill, North Carolina, US, delivers news information including text, pictures, and short video clips to subscribers of the service via MMS. Mark is an office staffer working in Chapel Hill, and he would like to look at the news when he is on the way to his office using public transportation. Every morning a multimedia message containing up-to-date news is sent to Mark’s mobile terminal. When he is on the bus, he can open the message and retrieve the news article.
5.x.2 Actors

· Mark, a mobile user of local mobile operator.
· News.com, a Content Provider which owns the digital newspaper service application. 
· Mobile operator offering GSSM, MMS, and browsing compliant implementations (acts as Service Provider).
5.x.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· Mark
· Wants to use the digital newspaper service.
· Agrees to pay the bill for using the service.
· News.com
· Wants to offer the digital newspaper service to subscribers of the service.
· Wants to use mobile operator’s network resources to deliver the news notifications and articles.
· Wants to obtain revenue for news notifications and articles delivered to subscribers.
· Mobile operator, 

· Wants to establish agreements with content providers to offer the digital newspaper service to mobile network users.
· Wants to present the MMS and browsing services.
· Wants unsubscribed users to not be bothered by this service.
· Wants to get paid by subscribers and/or content providers for use of network operations.
5.x.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· Mark
· Easily subscribe to the digital newspaper service and receive messages notifying subscribers of relevant news content.

· News.com
· Delivers the service to subscribers (users who subscribed to the service).
· Easily subscribes to and provisions services provided by mobile operator (e.g., MMS).
· Gets paid by subscriber through mobile operator for news delivery.
· Mobile operator 

· Establishes agreements with content providers to increase its revenues.

· Offers content providers a simple way of subscribing to services needed by third parties.
5.x.3 Pre-conditions

· News.com has developed a “digital newspaper service” application and has prepared the mechanism of organizing contents and delivering them to market.
· News.com has an agreement with the local mobile operator for the “digital newspaper service” application to use MMS to send messages to end users, to retrieve content from News.com, and to charge end users for the use of this service.
5.x.4 Post-conditions

· MMS describing the digital newspaper contents is sent to Mark every morning according to his subscription to the service.  Mark retrieves some of the content.  The mobile operator charges Mark for the service and sends some of the revenue to News.com.
5.x.5 Normal Flow
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Figure x: "Digital Newspaper Service" Normal Flow

1. Mark initiates subscription to the News.com application.
2. The News.com application requests that GSSM of the mobile operator subscribe Mark to the MMS and Browsing services.  Remember that News.com already has a relationship with the mobile operator so that this operation is permitted, and the mobile operator knows how much to charge for end user uses of the News.com application and how much of the revenue is returned to News.com.  

3. GSSM subscribes Mark to the MMS service and receives confirmation for the News.com service.
4. GSSM subscribes Mark to the Browsing service and receives conformation for the News.com service. 
5. GSSM informs News.com that the subscription is complete.
6. News.com confirms to Mark that his subscription is complete.
5.x.7 Alternative Flow 1: Unsubscribe

1. Mark initiates unsubscribe to the News.com service.  
2. News.com requests GSSM to unsubscribe Mark from MMS and Browsing enablers for News.com. 
3. GSSM unsubscribes Mark from MMS for the News.com service
4. GSSM unsubscribes Mark from Browsing for the News.com service
5. GSSM informs News.com that Mark is unsubscribed from  the MMS and Browsing enablers for the News.com service
6. News.com confirms to Mark that he is unsubscribed from its new service
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

We recommend that the use case is included in the GSSM RD.

We recommend that the following requirements are included in the GSSM RD:
1. The GSSM enabler MUST provide an interface to allow requestors to subscribe to services/resources on behalf of principals.

2. The GSSM enabler MUST provide a mechanism to allow subscribers to be authorized to services/resources.

3. The GSSM enabler MAY associate services/resources with the application/resource/enabler uses.
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
