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1 Reason for Contribution

The draft GSSM RD (OMA-RD-GSSM-V1_0-20060811-D) specifies unsubscription as an alternative flow 4 (section 5.1.9) in the subscription use case (section 5.1). However, the unsubscription flow should be a separate use case because does not share pre-conditions and post-conditions with the subscription use case.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes the separation of the unsubscription alternative flow into a new use case.
3 Detailed Proposal

· Delete section 5.1.9
· Add the following sections:

5.x Unsubscription from the Digital Newspaper Service
5.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description


A “digital newspaper service”, provided to mobile network users in Beijing, delivers news information including text, pictures, and short video clips to subscribers of the service via MMS. Bob has been subscribed to this service for several months but recently he finds he doesn't have time to read the news on a daily basis so he decides to unsubscribe.

5.x.2 Actors

· Bob, a mobile user of local mobile operator (acts as the subscriber of the service) and subscriber to the Digital Newspaper Service.
· BeijingMobileInfo.com, a Content Provider which owns the digital newspaper service applications (act as the 3rd party Content Provider of the service) .
· Mobile operator offering GSSM and a service portal (acts as Service Provider).
5.x.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· Bob
· Wants to unsubscribe from the digital newspaper service.
· Wants to receive a confirmation that his subscription has been cancelled.
· Agrees to pay the bill for using the service up to the moment of unsubscription.
· BeijingMobileInfo.com
· Wants to be notified when subscriber's cancel their subscription.
· Wants to obtain corresponding revenue up to the moment of unsubscription.
· Mobile operator
· Wants to present the service and offer easy service unsubscription.
· Wants to avoid billing fault for both mobile network users and content providers.
5.x.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· Bob
· Easily unsubscription from the digital newspaper service and receive confirmation of the cancellation.
· BeijingMobileInfo.com
· Easily delivers the service to subscribers (users who subscribed to the service).
· Get the precise information about the number of subscribers without dealing with the service subscription process itself.
· Mobile operator 

· Establishes agreements with third parties content providers to increase its revenues and enrich services portfolio.

· Offers mobile network users a generic easy way of unsubscribing to services provided by third parties.
7.1.1 Pre-conditions

· BeijingMobileInfo.com has developed a “digital newspaper service” application and has prepared the mechanism of organizing contents and delivering them to market.
· BeijingMobileInfo.com has an agreement with the mobile operator so that the mobile users could use “digital newspaper service” local mobile operator’s network. 
· The “digital newspaper service” has been registered in mobile operator’s system and presented on operator’s service portal to mobile network users. 
· GSSM obtains necessary service data about digital newspaper service.
· Bob is subscribed to the “digital newspaper service” for daily delivery of a digital newspaper to his mobile terminal.

7.1.2 Post-conditions
· Bob is unsubscribed from the “digital newspaper service”.

7.1.3 Normal Flow
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Figure 1: Un-subscription for "Digital Newspaper Service"
1. Bob visits the subscription service portal and selects unsubscription from the "Digital Newspaper Service".
2. The service portal issues the service unsubscription request to GSSM on Bob's behalf.
3. GSSM cancels Bob's subscription and sends the service unsubscription response to the service portal.
4. Service portal forwards the service unsubscription response to Bob confirming that his subscription has been cancelled.
5. GSSM sends a notification about the Bob's unsubscription to BeijingMobileInfo.com. 
Note step 5 could occur before step 3.
