1 Reason for Contribution

In section 5.1.5 of the draft GSSM RD (OMA-RD-GSSM-V1_0-20060811-D), step 2 of the normal flow specifies that a subscription preference (delivery time: 8am) is sent to GSSM at the time of subscription. However, the draft RD is missing the associated requirements.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes two new requirements to capture the mechanism for GSSM to handle subscription preferences.
3 Detailed Proposal

Add the following requirements to section 6.1:
