3.2    Definitions

	Charging
	A function whereby information related to a chargeable events is formatted, stored, and transferred, correlated, rated and charging accounts are adjusted accordingly. in order to make it possible to determine usage for which the charged party may be billed. (see [OMA-DICT])

	Charging Account
	The repository that may hold monetary or non-monetary units, i.e. either an amount of money, data related to service usage or both. (see [OMA-DICT])

	Network Operator
	The entity providing network connectivity for a Device. (see [OMA-DICT])

	Principal
	An entity that has an identity, that is capable of providing consent and other data, and to which authenticated actions are done on its behalf. Examples of principals include an individual user, a group of individuals, a corporation, service enablers/applications, system entities and other legal entities. (see [OMA-DICT])

	Portal
	An entity that aggregates access to services and content for easy reach to customer, including service level authorization and SSO functions. (see [OMA-DICT])

	Resource 
	Any component, function, enabler, or application that can send, receive, or process requests. (see [OMA-DICT])

	Service
	A selection from the portfolio of offerings made available by a service provider, which the user may subscribe to and be optionally charged for.  A service may utilize one or more service enablers.

	Subscriber
	A Subscriber is an entity (associated with one, a list of users, or a group) that is engaged in a Subscription with an operator or a service provider. The subscriber is allowed to subscribe and unsubscribe services, to register a user, a list of users or a group authorised to enjoy these services, and also to set the limits relative to the use that associated users make of these services.

	Subscription
	A subscription describes the commercial relationship between the subscriber and the operator or service provider.

	Subscription Profile
	The set of data managed and stored by GSSM Enabler for a subscriber for the management of associated users and subscribed services and the limits relative to their use.

	User
	An entity which uses services or content. 

	Value Added Service Provider
