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1 Reason for Contribution

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides comments to OMA-GSSM-2006-0030-CR_Definitions_Abbreviations. R01 is a revision according to collected comments.
3 Detailed Proposal

Document OMA-GSSM-2006-0030-CR_Definitions_Abbreviations proposes definitions and abbreviations for clarifying some of the concepts within previous use cases. However some of the definitions are not precise or will bring difficulties for understanding. We focus on the definition of “service subscription” and the entities and relationships around it, including “service”, “subscriber”, “service subscription profile”, and “user”. 
In our opinion, service subscription is a relationship between a subscribing user (–a subscriber) and the service provider, describing the agreement that an end user (not necessarily the subscriber) is able to use a certain service provided by the service provider, and the service provider is able to charge the subscriber about the service consumption. When a subscriber is subscribed to a service, a service subscription profile is generated for recording the service subscription (relationship). Therefore, a service subscription profile include at least 3 basic factors, which are [subscriber, service, user], where the “user” is the end user who consumes the service.

First we review the definition of principal, which in 0030 is directly copied from OMA-DICT. It says:
Principal: An entity that has an identity, that is capable of providing consent and other data, and to which authenticated actions are done on its behalf. Examples of principals include an individual user, a group of individuals, a corporation, service enablers/applications, system entities and other legal entities. ( [OMA-DICT])
We expect it be a general concept which can represent both “subscriber” and “user”.

With above consideration, we propose the definitions as follows, which we think makes thinks more clearly compared with proposals in 0030:

· Service: A selection from the portfolio of offerings made available by a service provider, which the user may subscribe to and be optionally charged for.  A service may utilize one or more service enablers and/or applications.
· Subscriber: A principal who is able to set up service subscriptions with service provider, and to be charged according to the service subscription.
· User: A principal who is able to use services.
· Service subscription: The commercial relationship between a subscriber and a service provider, describing the agreement of a user/a group of users using a certain service provided by the service provider, and of the subscriber being charged by the service provider for service consumption.
· Service subscription profile: The set of data containing the necessary information for recording a service subscription relationship. A service subscription profile contains at least the following key entities: subscriber, service, user.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

We recommend GSSM AHG accept the definitions proposed in section 3 and to be input to the right section of RD. Provided that there are better suggestions, we recommend a revision is based on this contribution, but not 0030.
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
