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1 Reason for Contribution

The GSSM requirements HLF-8/HLF-9/HLF-13 (authorization/validation) and all those in section 6.1.2 (charging) seem to duplicate what was envisioned for the PE functions in the OSE AD document.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes deleting all requirements from the GSSM RD that should be handled by the PE component.
3 Detailed Proposal

The PE component was envisioned to intercept incoming and outgoing messages for an OSE.  For example, section 5.2.8 states “The Policy Enforcer (PE) is an OSE architectural element that provides a policy-based management mechanism to protect resources from unauthorized requests and to manage the use of these requests for instance through appropriate charging, logging and evaluation and enforcement of user privacy or preferences.”  
The Service Provider needs to have a fool-proof mechanism to make sure that unauthorized/invalid messages do not even get through to resources – the service provider should not have to depend on the resource explicitly requesting some component (like GSSM) to do the check.  Further, the charging operations should be controlled by the service provider (and selected policies).  These functions are intended to be performed by an intercepting component like PE.

The GSSM RD activity is going beyond the original scope of the WID and defining an enabler whose functions are already being performed by the PE.

The GSSM use cases and derived requirements should therefore limit the GSSM enabler requirements to the scope agreed in the WID:

· Interfaces to access subscription data

· Interfaces to manipulate subscription data

· Interface to provision subscription data

These requirements are and should be different from performing authentication or authorizations tasks as well as charging tasks.

Requirements HLF 8/9/13 should be dropped.
Requirements in section 6.1.2 are at the minimum confusing because of the terminology that states “it shall be possible”. These requirements are not within the scope of GSSM as these are functions provided by the charging enabler or initiated by the PE.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

The GSSM RD should delete requirements HLF-8/HLF-9/HLF-13 and delete all of those in section 6.1.2.
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
