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1 Reason for Change

We propose the change request to the latest definitions in GSSM RD draft with the following aspect:
1. To add the definition of “service subscription”. GSSM is general service subscription management, while in current RD draft there is only definition for “subscription”, which is considered to be different from “service subscription”. This is due to that the concept of “subscription” is initially used in telecommunication network, where the person who subscribes with the operator is the person who uses the network. However the definition (or its simple extension) is no longer proper for service network, where subscriber and user may not be the same person/principal. Though OMA do not define network-level “subscription”, it will use the concept. Therefore, we need to propose the definition of “service subscription” in order to distinguish from the concepto of network level subscription.
2. To revise the definition of “subscriber”. Current definition of “subscriber” is: A subscriber is a principal that is engaged in a service subscription with a service provider. The subscriber is allowed to subscribe and unsubscribe services, to register a user, a list of users or a group authorised to enjoy these services, and also to set the limits relative to the use that associated users make of these services. We think it needs clarification, since “to register a user, a list of users or a group” is an ambiguous description.
3. To revise the definition of “subscription profile”. In WID, it is emphasized that no assumption is being made on where subscription data is stored. The current definition however conflict with that and needs modification. Also, a subscription profile is a data set that records information about the subscription. This should be clarified.
4. To revise the definition of “user” and “service”. We recommend that we stick to one between “principal”, “user”, and “entity”. Since “principal” is defined and already used in some agreed use cases, and “entity” itself seems a physical device, we recommend use “principal” instead of “entity” in defining “user”, and use “principal” instead of “user” in defining “service”.
R01 revised the document according to received offline comments.

3.2    Definitions
	Service
	A selection from the portfolio of offerings made available by a service provider, which  principals may subscribe to and be optionally charged for.  A service may utilize one or more service enablers and/or other authorised resources.

	Service subscription
	The commercial relationship between a subscriber and a service provider, describing the agreement of a user/users using a certain service provided by the service provider, and of the subscriber being charged by the service provider for using the service.

	Subscriber
	A subscriber is a principal that is engaged in a service subscription with a service provider. The subscriber is allowed to setup, terminate, change, query his/her subscriptions by actions such as subscribing and unsubscribing services, registering authorized user/users for using the service,, and  setting subscription preferences and/or service usage constraints to associated user/users .

	Subscription

	Subscription Profile
	The set of data managed by GSSM Enabler containing all information required for a describing a service subscription, such as the subscriber, subscribed service,  users, and related subscription preferences and/or service usage constraints. 

	User
	A principal who uses services or content. 
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
