Todd finds that Blue Dog Records have just released a new track called "The Scream" from his favourite band “Boiling Frogs” and requests the download.
2. The Blue Dog Records portal submits a subscription check request to the GSSM requesting permission to allow Todd to download content.
3. The GSSM submits a Reserve Units Operation to the Charging Enabler for Todd and the download of content. 
4. The Charging Entity returns a. confirmation to the Reserve Units Operation.
