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1 Reason for Contribution

Some discussions were held in the Architecture group in Washington meeting regarding the way to handle the subscription for CBCS, as well as for other enablers.  
With this contribution, questions are asked to GSSM regarding the subscription for CBCS as well as regarding the handling of subscription mechanisms by GSSM for other OMA enablers.

2 Detailed Proposal

1. what does "subscription" means in the CBCS enabler (ref CBCS-RD & CBCS-AD)
Within the CBCS Requirements Document, the notion of subscription is used: 
a. According to the definition of the CBCS enabler (see the CBCS-AD : definition), the use of CBCS enabler is based on a subscription mode.

i. The CBCS subscriber can be the end user itself

ii. Or the CBCS subscriber can be another person (ex if the end user is minor)

b. The subscription is made between the "CBCS subscriber" and the "CBCS service provider" : see the following description of the relationship between actors precise the bullets above (see page 30 of the CBCS-RD)

CBCS Subscriber – CBCS Service Provider

The CBCS Subscriber is the entity engaged in a subscription with the CBCS Service Provider. Usually, the CBCS Subscriber may have permissions to manage the CBCS User Profile.

c. Analyse of requirement: CBCS service is based on a subscription mode
The CBCS enabler MUST provide a mechanism to allow or disallow actual screening, taking into account CBCS subscriber preferences (reflected in the CBCS requirement FUNCT18).

2. Questions from ARCH to GSSM working group  regarding CBCS enabler:
a. Does GSSM enabler provide functions to realise the subscription between the CBCS subscriber and the CBCS service ? if yes:
i. What exactly are the functions provided by GSSM for this subscription to CBCS?

ii. what does it imply on the architecture of the CBCS enabler (need of a new interface ? What could be the link to the GSSM enabler? For which functions exactly?)

b. How can a user specify for which services he wants to subscribe to CBCS enabler? And to allow or disallow the use of the content screening.
3. Questions from ARCH to GSSM working group (broader view on subscription issues):
a. How does GSSM plan to deal with the subscription needs from other OMA enablers? Has GSSM WG established a collaboration model with other WGs about how to deal with those needs? Some possible aspects of it:
i. How work would be split between GSSM WG and other WGs? Requirements, specs, etc.
ii. In case interaction is needed between GSSM enabler and other enablers to fulfil the subscription flows, which spec is going to reflect that (GSSM spec or enabler spec) ?
