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1 Reason for Change

The connections between GSSM Enabler and Charging Entity have been questioned several times, including at the last TP meeting (San Francisco).  An analysis of GSSM Enabler and Charging Entity connections in the service delivery cycle leads us to propose:
1. the introduction and appropriate use of OMA Charging terminology in GSSM context
2. a revised version of the “5.7 Charging On Subscription Validation” flows (ref.  5.7.5. Normal Flows) to better show the respective roles of service subscription management and charging functions
3. add a missing requirement that helps clarifying the connections between GSSM Enabler and Charging Entity (proposed below as HLF-X).  This requirement complements existing requirement HLF-18 that presently was limiting Service Subscription Provisioning to “service subscriptions management operations” only, and not applying it to the fulfilment of a service subscription request (from a user/subscriber)  --as per definition of Service Subscription Provisioning.

Please note that our proposal would also be to remove the last step in the call flow (“successful download notification”); and this proposed change is already covered by a separate CR.  ref.  OMA-REQ-GSSM-2007-0025-CR_Removal_of_HLF_14.
This Revision 01 integrates the change proposed in OMA-REQ-GSSM-2007-0025-CR_Removal_of_HLF_14 for figure 1 of section 5.7.5, so the figure presented in this document would come as a complement to figure 1 (now figure X).
