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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution results from Frankfurt meeting GSSM RDRR discussions and compromise reached for closing RDRR comments that relate to GSSM Subscription Validation requirements.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes text for a requirement that allows closing Subscription Validation related comments on GSSM RDRR (see list in “Recommendation” section).
3 Detailed Proposal

A number of RDRR comments expressed concern on the requirements associated to GSSM Subscription Validation functionality (see list in “Recommendation” section).  In particular, in addition to GSSM performing its own evaluation of the Subscription Profile data to validate the subscription, it has been agreed that GSSM shall also be capable to pass the required Subscription Profile data for validation by another Enabler (e.g. PEEM, etc..).
Our proposal is to get resolution in the GSSM RD adding the following requirement to complement these two existing requirements:
	SSO-6
	The GSSM Enabler SHALL support the selective retrieval of Subscription Profiles based on the criteria in the Subscription Profile (e.g. subscription creation time, subscriber, user, service, subscription specific parameters).
	


	SV-1
	The GSSM Enabler SHALL be capable of validating a subscription based on the following criteria:

a. the service being requested,

b. the principal for whom the service is being requested,

c. the time when the service is being requested,

d. the frequency with which the service is requested, e.g. how many times per day.

e. preferred service delivery method(s), e.g. MMS, WAP.
	


Proposed new requirement:
	SV-x
	The GSSM Enabler SHALL support selecting and requesting either subscription validation or retrieval of the Subscription Profile data, for example in order for the requestor to perform itself the validation operations.
