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1 Reason for Contribution

2 Summary of Contribution

The document briefly presents some basic use cases for Look & Feel Customisation with the intention to start the discussions in the group.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following use cases are proposed for discussion

Device Branding

An enterprise buys a number of devices and gives them to their employees. The enterprise wants these terminals customised with the company look & feel so it uses the LFC enabler to deliver and activate the necessary customisation information to the devices. The delivery and activation may be performed using an existing suitable OMA enabler such as SCOMO or any other proprietary mechanism. In this case the user will not be asked for permission but may be given the option to defer the activation of the customisation information.

Other examples can be a user that requests specific customisation content from a service provider (for instance related to a new movie) or a network operator that wants to customize a subsidized terminal. In this cases the user may be asked for permission before the customisation is performed. 

The customisation information may be contained in a Smart Card or Removable Media from which the device may import it.

Customisation Management

The device may expose the customisation information as Management Objects so that it can be managed by a DM server. Below several use cases are proposed related to Customisation Management.

· Customisation roll-back: The user may want the customisation reverted to its previous state or a specific customisation may be active only during a specific period of time
· Customisation Information Locking: An enterprise (or other authorized entity) may want to protect the device customisation from being modified by the user.  
· Modification of individual customisation parameters: A network operator may change its logo and wish to modify it in all the devices using its network. 
4 Intellectual Property Rights
