This input contribution proposes a new use case for the LFC enabler dealing with provisioning and rollback of customisation information.

3 Detailed Proposal

5.1 Customization Provisioning and Rollback

5.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Service Provider Custom Co. is offering to customise devices with content from a new movie just released. In order to improve sales of this content Custom Co. is offering a promotion to users so that they can try this customisation in their devices for a specific period of time. After this period is finished and if the user decides not to purchase it then the content is removed and the device is reverted to its previous state.  

5.1.2 Actors

· User

· Service Provider

· Device Management Server

5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

· User: The user would like to have her phone customised with trendy content but before paying for it she would like to see how it looks on the device. 

· Service Provider: The service provider would like to increase the sales of its customisation content while making sure that only users who pay for it are able to keep it in their devices permanently

· Device Management Server: The Device Management Server issues and handles the commands in the service.  Note that the DM server can reside under different authorities, such as service provider itself or network operator.
5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· User: The user has her phone customised with new content and is able to sample it before purchase.

· Service Provider: Service provider can obtain revenues from customising devices and can increase sales of customisation content by allowing users to sample it.

5.1.3 Pre-conditions

· The device is able to establish a DM session with the Device Management Server.

5.1.4 Post-conditions

5.1.5 Normal Flow

1. User requests from the service provider the installation of the desired customisation content.

2. Service Provider instructs Device Management Server to establish a DM session with the device.

3. Device Management Server issues a command to the Device asking the user for confirmation before proceeding with the customisation process

4. Once the user accepts, the customisation content is downloaded and installed in the device.

5. After the trial period is finished Service Provider instructs the Device Management Server to establish a new DM session with the Device.

6. Device Management Server issues a command to the Device asking whether the user would like to purchase the customisation content.

7. User decides not to purchase the content

8. Device Management Server issues commands to the Device to remove the customisation content and reverse the Device to its previous state. 

5.1.6 Alternative Flow 1

This alternative flow illustrates the case in which the user decides to purchase the content

7. User decides to purchase the content

8. Device Management Server closes the session without performing any operation on the customisation content.
