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1 Reason for Change

R02: modify the LFC Element to LFC Element Settings in the HLMR-0006 and leave the “by an application” unchanged in the HLOR-003 and HLOR-004.
R01: merge the proposal against A005 – A007

(A010) As for the requirement HLOR-0002, the update operation is applied on the LFC Packages. According to the definition, Update operation only applies to LFC Element Settings. So we suggest changing the Packages to Element Settings.
(A005) The “customisation package” should be modified based on the definition.
(A006) And as to the requirement HLOR-0003 and 0004, “by an application” is redundant because the operation of such query is definitely initiated by an application. So we suggest removing such words or clarifying what type of the application is.
(A007) There are parts of requirement overlapped between HLOR-0003 and HLOR-0004 for the LFC Element Settings. The part in the HLOR-0003 is removed.
