This CR proposes to solve the RDRR comments A008, A016 and A047, which all focus on the optional requirement HLOR-008.

In this requirement, the intention is not clear, and the editor’s note is still remained. From the current requirement, there are three possible understanding. 
1. The Authorized Principal is able to know which LFC operations a LFC enabled device supports.

2. The Authorized Principal is able to know the device specific information of a LFC enabled device. And such function could be supported by other enablers.
3. The Authorized Principal is able to know if the specific device can receive the followed data or management command.
In this CR, 3 options are presented to solve the comments.

Option 1 and option 2 could be used in different scenarios. The option 1 provides a function for the device to return the authorized principal (for example, the LFC Server) its ability for LFC. The option 2 provides a function for the authorized principal to know if the specific device could support followed LFC operation.
Option 3 proposes to delete the requirement for such requirement is not necessary.
