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1 Reason for Change

 This contribution proposes to introduce a classification for advertising content in order to optimise the user experience and the resources needed to achieve MobAd service.

Advertisements are more and more a combination of different content object into a single presentation.
Very often a logo will be associated to an image, some text and other information such as interactive link (e.g.: in an MMS or smil, html presentation).

A service provider who will provide multiple advertisements of a given advertiser (e.g.: a sport brand), to a targeted user, may optimise bandwidth and resources by using content categorisation.

The content provided by an advertiser can be classified in the following category:

Static content (e.g.: logo)

Dynamic content (which is time sensitive e.g.: a particular campaign for a given product)

Default content (which is not time sensitive: a recurrent campaign on the brand better than on a specific product)

This contribution propose to include the above classification into the MobAd enabler requirements
