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1 Reason for Change

In 3.2 Definitions, we define Service Provider as below:

	Service Provider
	An entity offering the mobile advertisement service. The Service Provider may perform the following tasks: manages the user or group of users information (profile context, location, presence, etc) provides Ads to a given user or group of users or for a given application/service, reports metrics,, configure the MobAd service, select and manage a user or a group of users. 


“Service Provider” has been widely used everywhere in OMA documentations, however, the OMA dictionary haven’t given a definition on it. 

In our MobAD RD, we provide a definition for “Service Provider” regarding the mobile advertisement service. Therefore, I believe we better change this term to “AD Service Provider”
To solve this problem,
(1) Shall we change this term to “ AD Service provider”? 

Or

(2)  To submit another contribution to OMA ARC for a clear definition of  “Service Provider”?  but in this case we still need a description for MonAD Service Provider.
This contribution suggests change “Service Provider” to “ Ad Service Provider”.
Also, a typo is corrected inside the definition.
