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1 Reason for Contribution

Adds new requirements. Revision R01 has removed the AdAgent definition (may be confusing given the existence of AdEngine definition) and reduced the number of applicable requirements, as well as changed and/or added some of them. R01 also adds a co-signer. R02 addresses some comments received for R01. R03 addresses additional comments. In particular, since 0005R02 deals now with a more precise AdEngine definition, the new use case may no longer be necessary and was removed.
2 Summary of Contribution

Functions initiated may have to be executed in MobAd entities on the Network. The initiation of the functionalities may come from entities on the Device or entities on the Network.
