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1 Reason for Contribution

Adds new requirements. Revision R01 has removed the AdAgent definition (may be confusing given the existence of AdEngine definition) and reduced the number of applicable requirements, as well as changed and/or added some of them. R01 also adds a co-signer. R02 addresses some comments received for R01. R03 addresses additional comments. In particular, since a more precise AdEngine definition was agreed in 0005R04, a new use case may no longer be necessary and was removed. R04 is addressing comments received over the reflector, including changes in the reason for contribution, clarification of some requirements, and deletion of some of the initially proposed requirements. R05 contains the content agreed during the 5th of February Conference Call (OMA-REQ-MobAd-2008-0020-MINUTES_05Feb2008_RDDEV_MobAd_CC)
2 Summary of Contribution

Functions initiated in some resources may involve a body of processing in MobAd entities in the Network. Those functions may be invoked by any entity that needs to have access to those functions in the network (e.g. SP application and/or MobAd entities in the Device). The focus in most of the requirements proposed is on what capability to functions provide, and not from where it is being invoked. The contributions is NOT asking to change any existing requirements, it only introduces NEW requirements.
