1 Reason for Change

The current RD draft (OMA-RD-Mobile_Advertising-V1_0-20071214-D) includes a requirement related to pre-fetching of relevant advertisements, as per the use case outlined in Chapter “5.2 General AdEngine-related use case”.
The said requirement is formulated to state that this important functionality “SHOULD” be supported, which leads to unnecessarily broad implementation options. Apart from those related to the IOP process, the ramifications of such a formulation are, as follows:
· Certain vendors may understand this to imply that pre-fetching support is not necessary at all. This would be incorrect, given that this functionality is critical for enabling both offline use of advertisements, as well as improved User experience, both of which are essential for long term success of mobile advertising as such, as well as OMA enablers in this market. 
· Certain vendors may understand this to imply that they ought to enable this functionality, but that it should be executed and triggered only by pre-defined, vendor or model-specific rules, which are closed of fat the device manufacturing time.
The consequences and risks resulting from such a misunderstanding are quite obvious and include: 

· The resulting implementations addressing the issue in a functionally unsatisfactory and operationally inconsequent manner, hence becoming hardly manageable or usable
· The User experience being negatively impacted and hence the SP having to decide between, either:
· Not using it at all

· Risking unintended and unexpected device behaviour, introducing further risks to the affected services’ market success

· The technology specifications produced in OMA in this space being seen as a flawed design and not adding significant value to justify the investment, leading to their potentially being largely ignored in the marketplace.
For these reasons we suggest to the group to discuss this issue and agree a pragmatic solution. Hence, we propose a very simple pre-emptive solution to what could prove as one of the major “showstoppers” on the path of OMA MobAd adaption in the marketplace.
