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1 Reason for Change

This change is resulting from the introduction of SP application in CR 120R4 and from AI 2008-A001. The SP applications should be added into Section 4 in the RD as part of the SP overview.
The Added sentence in revision R01 is to handle AI from the 29.01.08 conference call. 
An example for the reason for requiring any terminal is the following use case:

The SP portal is supporting non MobAd enabled devices. When a handset which is MobAd enabled access this URL, it is its browser which is accessing this URL. Currently the RD does not require the MobAd entities on the device (a.k.a. AdEngine) to be a proxy for all internet access (only for Ad URLs as well as URL that are part of content Metadata). 

Therefore the SP application should be able to support any type of device

The Service Provider offers the Mobile Advertising service to Users via the MobAd Enabler..

The Service Provider manages the MobAd Enabler User profile data, based on information such as user related, context related, interest and advertising preferences.

The Service provider may deliver the advertising by the use of SP Applications (network based applications such as the streaming media service, MMS service, SP-portal or other applications) as well as Ad Applications (device resident applications such as on-device portal, games or other applications). Both applications can interact with the MobAd enabler for providing Ads as part of their service (e.g. requesting Ads, providing metrics). The SP Applications may provide Ads to users using any device (including non MobAd compliant devices).

The Service Provider manages the MobAd Enabler Advertisements Information that will be used for the advertisement service. 

The Service provider, uses the metrics provided by the MobAd enabler to improve the service and may share these metrics with other actors such as the Content Provider or the Advertiser.
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
