The idea behind this comment is to avoid RD to mandate any specific delivery method, in particular, DCD and BCAST. Nokia/NSN contributions 043 and 044 suggest one way of resolving the comment: removing all mentions about DCD or BCAST from the RD. After discussing 043 and 044 with some companies, we decided to consolidate our position, and create a single CR with all the changes. We would kindly ask the group to note all revisions of 043 and 044, and consider this CR.

This contribution aims to leave the choice of delivery protocol open. We propose to add a generic requirement about using push, pull and broadcast delivery methods. We also propose to reformulate DCD and BCAST requirements so that they do not mandate using these Enablers.
