1 Reason for Change

At the Paris MobAd meeting, Qualcomm was assigned the following action item:
· [MobAd-2008-A010] To review all requirements to assure a consistent treatment of all delivery mechanisms

This contribution closes this action item by proposing some new MobAd requirements and changes to existing requirements that are intended to treat all delivery mechanisms equally and consistently.
MobAd supports pull, push and broadcast delivery mechanisms, and supports ad delivery to SP Apps and to the MobAd Entities on the Device.  This CR assumes the following:
· Ad delivery to SP Apps and to the MobAd Entities on the Device are both mandatory (SHALL requirements).

· Only the pull and push delivery mechanisms are used for ad delivery to SP Apps.

· For ad delivery to the MobAd Entities on the Device, the pull delivery mechanism is mandatory (SHALL requirement), and the push and broadcast mechanisms are both optional (MAY requirements), but support for at least one of push or broadcast delivery is strongly recommended (SHOULD requirement).
Revision R03 is based on the agreed changes during the 29 May MobAd conf call.  While there was consensus on the first bullet point above (and the corresponding change to MobAd-DELV-004), the proposed new requirements MobAd-DELV-014/015/016 needed to implement the last two bullets were not agreed for inclusion in the RD.
