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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes rewording for the Search Engine definition per OMA REQ action item # MSrchFramework-2009-A003.  In reviewing OMA-REQ-MSrchFramework-2009-0002R01, the following general description was provided:

“The results provided by the search engine(s) will be transferred to the user.”

The proposed reworking is consistent with this description.   The Search Engine definition should not explicitly describe a specific way to deliver the search results.   There are several alternatives to providing the information back to the user.   Instead, the definition should just revised to allow for other alternatives of delivering the results to the user.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

	Search Engine
	Search Engine is a tool designed to search for information. We divide search engines into two categories i.e generic search engine and vertical search engine. Generic search engines are those search engines which maintain information in term of web pages. On the other hand, vertical search engines use databases at the back end to store very specific information which they meant to provide. Generic search engines may uses indexes to retrieve HTML pages (containing results) according to the search inputs provided by the user. Some Vvertical search engines may generate HTML pages (containing results) dynamically at run time according to search inputs provided by the user. By the term “Search Engine” we refer to both the categories of search engine.
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
